1 — Subject: The Director General of MAETUR is launching an open national invitation to tender for the realization of
earthworks in the BOTA allotment in LIMBE. (OPERATION 605).

2 — Nature of the Work

The Director General of MAETUR, CONTRACTING AUTHORITY, shall assign the CONTRACTOR who accepts the
realization of the works which include the following operations, of which the list is not exhaustive:

A- Fixed price works: -site installation; -the execution project; -consolidation file.
B- Preparatory works:
a-The opening of lanes: -Cleaning of the right-of-way; -The stripping of the topsoil.
b- Earthworks: - Spoils filled in to embankment; -The Spoils dumped.
C- STORM WATER DRAINAGE WORKS :
1) The earth ditches ;
2) The construction of reinforced concrete road crossings fitted with manholes;
3) The construction of outlets.
3 — Maximum work execution deadline: CINQ (05) months.

4 — Estimated cost: Based on the preliminary studies, the estimated cost is ONE HUNDRED AND THREE
MILLIONS (103 000 000) F CFA.

5- Participation: Those who can participate to this present invitation to tender are Cameroonian enterprises with the
appropriate skills in the field of Construction and Public Works (BTP).

6 — Financing: MAETUR’S Budget — 2023 Financial year

7 — Provisional bond: BIDDERS must include in his bid a bid bond of an amount equivalent to TWO MILLIONS
SIXTY THOUSANDS (2 060 000 F CFA, valid for THIRTY (30) days beyond the original validity date of the tenders.
This bond must be established according to the model indicated in the invitation to tender file and delivered by a
financial institution registered by the Ministry in charge of Finances.

8- Acquisition of the tender documents: The invitation to tender document can be consulted or obtained during
working hours at the MAETUR’s procurement service located at the head office ,2™ floor, door n° 401, upon
presentation of a receipt of payment of a non-refundable amount of ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND (100 000) Francs
CFA considered as application fees in the account n°355 988 in favor of the special account CAS- ARMP opened in the
branches of the BICEC bank.

The copy of the receipt must identify the payer as representing the company wishing to participate in the invitation to
tender.

9— Submission of bids: Tenders submitted in French and English in seven (07) copies, one (01) original and six (06)
copies labelled as such and in conformity with the prescription of the call to tender file, must be deposited against a
receipt at the secretariat of the Internal Procurement Commission, latest on the 25/07/2023 at 10 a.m, local time,
bearing the following label:

10 — Admissibility of bids: Under the penalty of rejection the administrative documents required must either be
originals or in true copies certified by the issuing service or an administrative authority, in accordance with the
stipulations of the special rules and regulations of the invitation to tender.
They must be dated less than three (03) months preceding the date of submission of the tender or must have been
established after the date at which the invitation to tender was signed.
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Any incomplete bid which does not conform to the prescriptions of the invitation to tender shall be declared
inadmissible, such will be the case in the absence of the bid bond issued by a bank registered by the Ministry in charge
of Finance Finances.

11 — Opening of tender envelopes: The opening of bids shall be consulted in one session

The opening of the administrative, technical and financial offers shall be held on the 25/07/2023 at 11 a.m, local time,
in the MAETUR’s conference hall situated in Yaoundé P.O. Box 1248, Hippodrome, 716 avenue Winston Churchill
(street 1.071). Only bidders or their duly mandated representative having full knowledge of the file can attend the
tender’s opening session.

12 — Evaluation criteria: The tenders submitted will be evaluated in accordance with the criteria below:
12.1 — Eliminatory criteria

Absence of a bid bond -Non compliant administrative file beyond FORTY EIGHT(48) hours after the tender opening
session —misrepresentation or the provision of falsified or non-authentic documents (the contracting authority and the
internal procurement/tender board reserve the right to proceed to the authentication of any document presenting a
doubtful character) — non-compliant technical file — incomplete financial file — the company disposing of a work
supervisor with a non-compliant profile (Civil engineer + the registration certificate with the national order of civil
engineers ) — omission in the price schedule of a quantified unit price — Absence of the price sub-detail — an assessment
score of less than 80% YES

12.2 — Essential criteria
The technical evaluation done on 62 YES comprised of:

Management staff (24 YES) - Equipment (12 YES) - Bidder's references on similar works (10 YES) - Organization,
methodology and plan of work (04 YES) - Financial capacity (05 YES) - Other documents and presentation of the File
(07 YES).

13 — Award of the contract: The Contract shall be awarded to the BIDDER whose bid is cost effective and whose file
complies with the technical and financial requirements.

14 — Validity of Offers: Bidders shall be bound by their offers for a period of NINETY (90) days from the deadline for
the submission of tender documents.

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General regulations of the invitation to tender

A. Generalities
Article 1: The scope of the tender

1.1.  The Director General of MAETUR launches an invitation to tender for the realization and /or the
completion of the work described in the invitation to tender file and briefly defined in the SRIT
(Specific Regulations of the invitation to Tender).

1.2.  The retained or successful BIDDER must complete the works within the period indicated in the
SRCT, and which runs unless otherwise stipulated by the SAC (Special Administrative Conditions)
from the date of notification of the service order to begin the work or in that fixed by the said
service order.

1.3.  Inthis Invitation to tender file, the term “day” means a calendar date.
Article 2: Funding
The source of funding of the said work in this invitation to tender is specified in the SRIT.
Article 3: Fraud and corruption

3.1. The BIDDERS and entrepreneurs are required to respect the strictest rules of the professional ethics
during the award and the execution of the contract.

In accordance with this principle:
a. the following definitions are accepted:

1. Is guilty of corruption whoever offers, gives, solicits, or accepts any advantage in view of influencing the
action of a public official during the award or the execution of a contract,

ii.Engages in “fraudulent practices” whoever distorts or misrepresents facts in order to influence the award or
execution of a contract;

iii. “collusive practices” meaning any form of agreement between two or more BIDDERS (be it with the
awareness or not of the contracting authority) aiming at artificially maintaining the prices of the bids at levels
that do not correspond to those which could result from competition;

iv. “coercive practices” meaning any form of harm to persons or their property or threats against them in order
to influence their action during the award or execution of a contract.

b. Any award proposal is rejected, if it is proven that the successful bidder is directly or through an agent,
guilty of corruption, or engaged in fraudulent practices, collusive or coercive practices for the award of this
contract.

3.2. The Minister Delegate at the Presidency in charge of Public Contracts, may as precaution take a decision
to prohibit bidding for a period of not more than two (2) years against any BIDDER found guilty of undue
influence, conflict of interest, of insider trading, fraud, bribery and corruption or of the production of non-
authentic documents in the bid, without prejudice to any criminal proceedings that may be instituted against
him.

Article 4: Candidates admitted to compete

4.1. if the invitation to the tender is OPEN, consultation is addressed to all the candidates retained after the
prequalification procedure.

4.2. Generally, the invitation to tender is addressed to every entrepreneur, subject to the following provisions:
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a. A BIDDER (including all the members of the consortium and all the subcontractors of the BIDDER) must
be from an eligible country, in accordance with the financing agreement;

b.

A BIDDER (including all the members of the consortium and all the BIDDER’s subcontractors) must not be
in a situation of conflict of interest under penalty of disqualification. A BIDDER may be deemed to be in a
conflict of interest if.

Is associated, or has been associated in the past, to a company (or a subsidiary of this company) which has
provided consultancy services for the design, preparation of specifications and other documents used in
connection with contracts awarded under this invitation to tender; Or

il. Submits more than one bid under this invitation to tender, except for alternative bids permitted under
clause 17, if applicable; however, this does not hinder the participation of subcontractors in more than one
bid.

iii. the contracting authority or the CONTRACTOR possesses financial interests in its geography of capital
likely to compromise the transparency of public procurement procedures

c¢. The TENDERER must not be subject to an exclusion decision

d. A Cameroonian public company can participate in the consultation if it demonstrates that it is (i) legally
and financially autonomous, (ii) administered according to the rules of commercial law and (iii) is not under
the direct authority of the Contracting Authority or CONTRACTOR

Article 5: Authorized materials, supplies, equipment and services

5.1. The materials, the CO-CONTRACTOR's equipment, the supplies, equipment and services to be provided
within the framework of Contract must come from countries meeting the criteria of origin defined in the SRIT
and all expenses incurred in the Contract are limited to the said materials, supplies, equipment and services.

5.2. According to article 5.1 above, the term “originate” means the place where the goods are mined, grown,
produced or manufactured and where the services originate.

Article 6: Qualification of the BIDDER
6.1. BIDDERS must, as an integral part of their Bid:
a. Submit a power of attorney authorizing the signatory of the bid to employ the BIDDER;

b. Provide all the information (complete or update the information attached to their prequalification request
which may have changed, in the case where have been prequalified) requested from the BIDDERS, in the
SRCT, in order to establish their qualification to carry out the contract

Information relating to the following point is required where applicable:
L. Production of certified balance sheets and recent turnover;

ii. Access to a credit line or availability of other financial resources;

iii. Orders acquired, and contracts awarded.

iv. Ongoing litigation;

v. The availability of essential equipment.

6.2. Bids submitted by two or more joint contractors (co-contracting) must meet the following conditions:
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a. The bid must include for each of the companies, all the information listed in Article 6.1 above. The SRIT
must specify the information to be provided by the consortium and that to be provided by each member of the
consortium.

b. The Bid and the Contract must be signed so as to compel all members of the consortium;

c. The nature of the grouping (joint or solidarity as required in the SRIT) must be specified and justified by
the production of a copy of the consortium agreement in due form;

d. The member of the consortium appointed as agent will represent all the companies vis-a-vis the
CONTRACTOR and the Contracting Authority for the execution of the Contract.

e. In the event of a solidarity group, the co-contractors share the payments which are made by the
CONTRACTING AUTHORITY in a single account; on the other hand, each company is paid by the
CONTRACTING AUTHORITY in his own account, when it is a joint consortium.

6.3. BIDDERS must also submit sufficiently detailed proposals to demonstrate that they comply with the
technical specifications and the execution deadlines referred in the SRIT.

6.4. BIDDERS requesting the benefit of a margin of preference must provide all the information necessary to
prove that they meet the eligibility criteria described in Article 33 of the GRIT.

Article 7: Visit on the work site

7.1. The TENDERER is advised to visit and inspect the work site and its surroundings and to obtain by
himself, and under his own responsibility, all information which could be necessary for the preparation of the
Bid and the work execution. The costs related to the site visit are the responsibility of the TENDERER.

7.2. The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY is required to authorize the TENDERER who so requests and his
employees or agents, to enter its premises and its land for the purposes of the said visit, but only on the express
condition that the TENDERER, his employees and agents disengages the CONTRACTING PARTY, its
employees and agents, from any liability that may result therefrom and compensates them if necessary, and
that he remains responsible for fatal accidents or injury, loss or material damages, costs and expenses incurred
as a result of this visit

7.3. The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY may organize a visit to the work site at the time of the preparatory
meeting for the establishment of the bids mentioned in article 19 of the GRIT.

B. Tender file
Article 8: Content of the invitation to Tender file

8.1. The invitation to Tenders file describes the work covered by the Contract, sets the procedures for the
consultation of companies and specifies the conditions of the Contract. In addition to the addenda published
in accordance with Article 10 of the GRIT, it also includes the main documents listed below:

* Document n°1 The Tender Notice (TN);

* Document n°2 The General Regulations of the Invitation to Tenders (GRIT);
* Document n°3 The Special Regulations for the Invitation to Tenders (SRIT);

* Document n°4 Special Administrative Conditions (SAC) ;

* Document n°5 Special Technical Conditions (STC) ;

* Document n°6 The framework of the Unit Price Schedule (UPS);

* Document n°7 The framework for the Bill of Quantities and Estimates (BQE);

* Document n°8 The Contract model;
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* Document n°9 The Submission template;
* Document n°10 Model documents to be used by BIDDERS;

* Document n°11 The list of banking establishments and financial bodies authorized by the Minister in charge
of finance to issue guarantees/bonds for public contracts;

* Document n°12 Plans of proposed works;
* Document n°13 The Bid evaluation grid.

8.2. The TENDERER must review all regulations, forms, conditions and specifications contained in the
invitation to Tender File. It is his responsibility to provide all the information requested and to prepare a Bid
that complies in all respects with the said file.

Article 9: Clarifications on the invitation to Tender Files and Appeals

9.1. Any TENDERER wishing to obtain clarifications on the invitation to Tenders File may make a request
to the Contracting Authority in writing or by electronic mail (fax or e-mail) to the address of the Contracting
Authority indicated in the SRCT with copy to the prime contractor. However, the Contracting Authority will
respond in writing to any request for clarification received at least FOURTEEN (14) days for National
Competitive Bidding (NCB) TWENTY-ONE (21) days for International Competitive Bidding (ICB) before
the deadline for submission of Bids.

A copy of the response from the Contracting Authority, indicating the question asked but not mentioning its
author, is sent to all the BIDDERS having purchased the Tender File.

9.2. Between the publication of the invitation to Tenders, including the candidate prequalification phase and
the opening of bids, any potential TENDERER who considers himself wronged in the public procurement
procedure may submit a request to the Minister in charge of Public Contracts.

9.3. The applicant sends a copy of the said application to the Contracting Authority and the Regulatory Body
and to the President of the Commission.

9.4. The Contracting Authority has FIVE (05) days to react. The copy of the reaction is sent to MINMAP and
to the body responsible for regulating public contracts;

Article 10: Modification of the invitation to Tender’s File

10.1. The Contracting Authority may, at any time before the deadline for submission of Tenders and for any
reason, whether on its own initiative or following a referral from a TENDERER, modify the invitation to
Tenders File by publishing an addendum.

10.2. Any addendum thus published will form an integral part of the invitation to Tenders Dossier in
accordance with Article 8.1 of the GRCT and must be communicated in writing or served by any means
leaving a written record to all the BIDDERS who have purchased the invitation to Tender File

10.3. In order to give the BIDDERS sufficient time to take into account the addendum in the preparation of
their Bids, the Contracting Authority may postpone, as far as necessary, the deadline for the submission of
Bids, in accordance with the provisions of Article 22 of the GRIT

C. Preparation of the Bids
Article 11: Submission fees

The candidate will bear all costs relating to the preparation and presentation of his Bid. The Contracting
Authority and the prime contractor are in no way responsible for these costs, nor required to pay them,
regardless of the course or the outcome of the invitation to tender’s procedure.

Article 12: Language of the Bid
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The Bid as well as any correspondence and any document exchanged between the TENDERER and the
Contracting Authority will be written in French or in English. Additional documents and printed documents
provided by the TENDERER may be written in another language provided they are accompanied by a precise
translation into French or English; in which case and for the purpose of interpreting the Bid, the translation
shall prevail.

Article 13: Documents making up the Bid

13.1. The Bid presented by the TENDERER will include the detailed documents in the GRIT, duly completed
and grouped into three volumes:

To. Volume 1: Administrative file

It includes:

i. All documents certifying that the TENDERER:

- Has subscribed to the declarations provided for by the laws and regulations in force;

- Has paid the duties, taxes, levies, contributions, fees or levies of any kind whatsoever.

- Is not in a state of judicial liquidation or bankruptcy;

- Is not subject to any of the prohibitions or deadlines provided for by the legislation in force
b. Volume 2: Technical bid

b.1. Qualification information

The SRIT specifies the list of documents to be provided by the BIDDERS to justify the qualification criteria
mentioned in article 6.1 of the SRIT.

b.2. Methodology

The SRIT specifies the constituent elements of the BIDDERS' technical proposal, in especially: a
methodological note relating to an analysis of the work and specifying the organization and the program that
the BIDDER intends to put in place or implement to carry them out (installations, planning, QAP,
subcontracting, site visit certificate if applicable, etc.).

b.3. Evidence of acceptance of the conditions of the contract

The TENDERER will submit the duly initialed copies of the administrative and technical documents
governing the contract, namely:

1. Special Administrative Conditions (SAC).
2. Special Technical Conditions (STC).
b.4. Comments (optional)

A commentary on the technical choices of the project and any proposals

c. Volume 3: Financial bid
The SRIT specifies the elements making it possible to justify the cost of the work, namely:

1. The tender itself, in original drafted according to the attached model, stamped at the rate in force, signed
and dated;

2. The unit price schedule duly completed;
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3. The bill of quantities duly completed;
4. The sub-detail of the prices and the breakdown of the fixed prices;
5. The provisional payment schedule, if applicable.

The BIDDERS will use for this purpose the documents and models provided for in the invitation to Tenders
File, subject to the provisions of Article 17.2 of the GRIT concerning the other possible forms of Bid Bond.

13.2. If, in accordance with the provisions of the SRIT, the BIDDERS submit Bids for several lots of the
same invitation to Tender, they may indicate the discounts offered in the event of the award of more than one
lot.

14.1. Amount of the Bid

14.1. Unless otherwise indicated in the Tender File, the amount of the contract will cover all the works
described in Article 1.1 of the GRIT, based on the Price Schedule and the Quantitative and Estimated Detail
presented by the TENDERER.

14.2. The TENDERER will fill in the unit and total prices for all items in the price schedule and the
quantitative and estimated detail.

14.3. Subject to the contrary provisions provided for in the SRIT and the SAC, all duties, taxes and levies
payable by the TENDERER under the future Contract, or in any other respect, thirty (30) days before the
deadline for submission of Bids will be included in the prices and in the total amount of his Bid.

14.4. If price revision and/or updating clauses are provided for in the contract, the date of establishment of
the initial prices, as well as the terms of revision and/or updating of said prices must be specified. It being
understood that any Contract whose execution period is at most equal to one (1) year cannot be subject to
price revision.

14.5. All unit prices together with quantities must be justified by sub-details established in accordance with
the framework proposed in Document No. 8§ of the invitation to Tender File.

Article 15: Bid and settlement currencies

15.1. In the case of International Tenders, the currencies of the Bid must follow the provisions of either Option
A or Option B below; the applicable option being that retained in the SRIT.

15.2. Option A: the amount of the tender is denominated entirely in national currency

The amount of the tender, the unit prices of the price schedule and the quantitative and estimated retail prices
are denominated entirely in CFA francs as follows:

a. The prices will be entirely denominated in the national currency. The TENDERER who intends to incur
expenses in other currencies for the execution of the Works, will indicate as annex to the tender the percentage
or percentages of the amount of the Bid necessary to cover the needs in foreign currencies, without exceeding
a maximum of three currencies from member countries of the market financing institution.

b. The exchange rates used by the TENDERER to convert his Bid into national currency will be specified by
the TENDERER in the appendix to the tender in accordance with the details of the SRIT. They will be applied
for any payment under the Contract, so that no exchange risk is borne by the successful TENDERER.

15.3. Option B: The amount of the tender is directly denominated in national and foreign currency at the rates
fixed in the SRIT.

The TENDERER will state the unit prices of the price schedule and the prices of the quantitative and estimated
Retail as follows:
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a. The prices of the inputs necessary for the Works that the TENDERER intends to obtain in the country of
the Contracting Authority will be denominated in the currency of the country of the Contracting Authority
specified in the SRIT and called “national currency”.

b. The prices of the inputs necessary for the Works that the TENDERER intends to procure outside the country
of the Contracting Authority will be denominated in the currency of the country of the TENDERER or that
of an eligible member country widely used in international trade.

15.4. The Contracting Authority may ask the BIDDERS to express their needs in national and foreign
currencies and to justify that the amounts included in the unit and total prices, and indicated in the appendix
to the bid, are reasonable; for this purpose, a detailed statement of its foreign currency needs will be provided
by the TENDERER.

15.5. During the execution of the works, most of the foreign currencies remaining to be paid on the amount
of the contract may be revised by mutual agreement by the Contracting Authority and THE CONTRACTING
PARTY to consider any change in the foreign currency needs. under the market.

Article 16: Validity of Bids

16.1. The Tenders must remain valid for the period specified in the Special Rules of the invitation to Tenders
from the date of submission of the Tenders set by the Contracting Authority, pursuant to Article 22 of the
GRIT. A Bid valid for a shorter period will be rejected by the Contracting Authority as non-compliant.

16.2. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may seek the consent of the TENDERER for
an extension of the validity period. The request and the responses to it will be made in writing (or by fax).
The validity of the bid bond provided for in Article 17 of the GRIT will likewise be extended for a
corresponding period. A BIDDER may refuse to extend the validity of his Bid without losing his bid bond. A
BIDDER who consents to an extension will not be asked to modify his Bid, nor will he be permitted to do so.

16.3. When the contract does not include a price revision article and the period of validity of the Bid is
extended by more than sixty (60) days, the amounts payable to the successful TENDERER will be updated
by application of the formula relating thereto appearing at the extension request that the Contracting Authority
will send to the TENDERER(s).

The update period will go from the expiry date of sixty (60) days to the date of notification of the contract or
the work start-up service order to the successful TENDERER, as provided for by the SAC. The effect of
discounting is not taken into consideration for the purpose of the evaluation of the Bids.

Article 17: Bid bond

17.1. Pursuant to Article 13 of the GRCT, the TENDERER shall provide a bid bond in the amount specified
in the Special Rules of the invitation to Tenders, which will form an integral part of his Bid.

17.2. The bid bond will conform to the model presented in the invitation to Tenders File; other models may
be authorized, subject to the prior approval of the Contracting Authority. The Bid bond will remain valid for
thirty (30) days beyond the initial validity deadline of the Bids, or any new validity deadline requested by the
Contracting Authority and accepted by the TENDERER, in accordance with the provisions of 'Article 16.2 of
the GRIT.

17.3. Any Bid not accompanied by an acceptable Bid Bond will be rejected by the Procurement Commission
as non-compliant. The Bid Bond of a group of companies must be established in the name of the agent
submitting the Bid and mention each of the members of the group.

17.4. The bid bonds and Bids of unsuccessful BIDDERS will be returned within fifteen (15) days from the
date of publication of the results.

17.5. The tenderer's bid bond will be released as soon as the latter has signed the contract and provided the
final bond required.
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17.6. The bid bond can be seized:

a. If the TENDERER withdraws his Bid during the validity period.

b. If the successful BIDDER:

i. Breaches his obligation to subscribe to the contract pursuant to Article 38 of the GRIT, or
ii. Breaches his obligation to provide the final bond pursuant to Article 39 of the GRIT.

iii. Refuse to receive notification of the contract or service start-up order

Article 18: VARIANT PROPOSALS FROM BIDDERS

18.1. When the works can be executed within variable execution deadlines, the SRIT will specify these
deadlines, and will indicate the method adopted for the evaluation of the completion deadline proposed by the
TENDERER within the specified deadlines. Bids proposing delays beyond those specified will be considered
non-compliant.

18.2. Except in the case mentioned in Article 18.3 below, BIDDERS wishing to offer technical variants must
first cost the basic solution of the Contracting Authority as described in the invitation to Tenders and provide
furthermore all information which the Contracting Authority needs to carry out a full evaluation of the
proposed variant, including plans, calculation notes, technical specifications, price sub-details and proposed
construction methods, and all other useful details. The Contracting Authority will only examine the technical
variants, if any, of the TENDERER whose Bid conforming to the basic solution has been evaluated as the
lowest price.

18.3. When the BIDDERS are authorized, according to the SRIT, to directly submit technical variants for
certain parts of the works, these parts of the works must be described in the Technical Specifications. Such
variants will be evaluated on their own merit in accordance with the provisions of Article 32.2(g) of the SRIT.

Article 19: Preparatory meeting for the establishment of the Bids

19.1. Unless the SRIT provides otherwise, the TENDERER may be invited to attend a preparatory meeting
to be held at the places and dates indicated in the SRIT.

19.2. The purpose of the preparatory meeting will be to provide clarifications and answers to any questions
that may arise at this stage.

19.3. The TENDERER is requested, as far as possible, to submit any questions in writing so that they reach
the Contracting Authority at least one week before the preparatory meeting. The Contracting authority may
not be able to respond during the meeting to questions received too late. In this case, the questions and answers
will be sent according to the terms of Article 19.4 below.

19.4. The minutes of the meeting, including the text of the questions asked and the answers given, including
the answers prepared after the meeting, will be transmitted without delay to all those who have purchased the
Tender File. Any modification of the tender files listed in Article 8 of the GRIT which may prove necessary
at the end of the preparatory meeting will be made by the Contracting Authority by publishing an addendum
in accordance with the provisions of Article 10 of the GRIT, the minutes of the preparatory meeting not being
able to replace them.

19.5. The fact that a BIDDER does not attend the preparatory meeting for the establishment of Bids will not
be grounds for disqualification.

Article 20: Form and signature of the Bids

20.1. The TENDERER will prepare an original of the documents constituting the Tender described in Article
13 of the GRIT, in a volume clearly marked "ORIGINAL". In addition, the BIDDER shall submit the number
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of copies required in the SRIT, marked “COPY”. In the event of any discrepancy between the original and
the copies, the original shall prevail.

20.2. The original and all copies of the Bid must be typewritten or written in indelible ink (in the case of
copies, photocopies are also acceptable) and will be signed by the person(s) duly authorized to sign on behalf
of the BIDDER., in accordance with Article 6.1

(a) or 6.2 (c) of the GRIT. All pages of the Bid containing overprints or changes will be initialed by the
signatory(ies) of the Bid.

D. Submission of Bids
Article 21: Sealing and marking of Bids

21.1. The BIDDER shall place the original and the copies of the documents constituting the Bid in two
separate and sealed envelopes marked "ORIGINAL" and "COPY", as the case may be. These envelopes will
then be placed in an outer envelope which must also be sealed, but which must not give any indication of the
identity of the TENDERER.

21.2. Inner and outer envelopes:

b. Will be sent to the Contracting Authority at the address indicated in the Special Rules of the invitation to
Tender.

b. Will bear the name of the project as well as the subject and the number of the invitation to Tenders indicated
in the GRIT, and the mention “TO OPEN ONLY IN THE COUNTING SESSION”.

21.3. The inner envelopes will also bear the name and address of the TENDERER to allow the Contracting
Authority to return the sealed Bid if it has been declared out of time in accordance with the provisions of
Articles 23 and 24 of the GRIT.

21.4. If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked as indicated in Articles 21.1 and 21.2 above, the
Contracting Authority will not be liable if the Bid is misplaced or opened prematurely.

Article 22: Deadline date and time for submission of Bids

22.1. Tenders must be received by the Contracting Authority at the address specified in Article 7.5 of the
SRIT no later than the date and time specified in the Special Regulations of the invitation to Tender.

22.2. The Contracting Authority may, at his discretion, extend the deadline set for the submission of Tenders
by publishing an addendum in accordance with the provisions of Article 10 of the GRIT. In this case, all the
rights and obligations of the Contracting Authority and the BIDDERS previously governed by the initial
deadline will be governed by the new deadline.

Article 23: Late Bids

Any Offer received by the Contracting Authority after the deadline dates and times set for the submission of
Bids in accordance with Article 22 of the GRIT will be declared out of time and, therefore, rejected.

Article 24: Modification, Substitution and Withdrawal of Bids

24.1. A BIDDER may modify, replace or withdraw his Bid after having submitted it, provided that a written
notification of the modification or withdrawal is received by the Contracting Authority before the expiry of
the time limit prescribed for the submission of Bids. The said notification must be signed by an authorized
representative pursuant to Article 20.2 of the GRIT. The modification or the corresponding Replacement
Offer must be attached to the written notification. The envelopes must clearly bear, as the case may be, the
words "WITHDRAWAL" and "REPLACEMENT OFFER" or "MODIFICATION".
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24.2. The notification of modification, replacement or withdrawal of the Bid by the TENDERER will be
prepared, sealed, marked and sent in accordance with the provisions of Article 21 of the GRIT. The
withdrawal can also be notified by fax but must in this case be confirmed by a written notification duly signed,

and whose date, the postmark being proof, will not be later than the deadline fixed for the submission of the
Offers.

24.3. The Bids whose BIDDERS request the withdrawal pursuant to article
24.1 will be returned to them unopened.

24.4. No Bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of Bids and the expiration
of the Bid validity period specified by the bid template. Any withdrawal by a TENDERER of his Bid during
this interval entails the confiscation of the bid bond in accordance with the provisions of article 17.6 of the
GRIT.

E. Opening of envelopes and evaluation of Bids
Article 25: Opening of Bids

25.1. The opening of all bids is done in one step, however for complex projects, especially those that have
been the subject of a prequalification procedure, the opening can be done in two steps.

The competent Procurement Commission will open the bids in one or two stages and in the presence of the
representatives of the BIDDERS concerned who wish to attend, on the date, time and address indicated in the
SRCT. The representatives of the BIDDERS who are present will sign a register or a sheet attesting to their
presence.

25.2. Initially, the envelopes marked "Withdrawal" will be opened and their contents announced aloud, while
the envelope containing the corresponding Bid will be returned to the TENDERER unopened. The withdrawal
of'a Bid will only be authorized if the corresponding notification contains a valid authorization of the signatory
to request the withdrawal and if this notification is read aloud. Then, the envelopes marked “Replacement
Bid” will be opened and announced aloud and the corresponding new Bid substituted for the previous one,
which will be returned to the Bidder concerned unopened. Bid replacement will only be authorized if the
corresponding notification contains a valid authorization from the signatory to request the replacement and is
read aloud. Finally, the envelopes marked "modification" will be opened and their contents read aloud with
the corresponding Tender. The modification of the Bid will only be authorized if the corresponding
notification contains a valid authorization of the signatory to request the modification and is read aloud. Only
Bids that have been opened and announced aloud during the opening of bids will then be evaluated.

25.3. All the envelopes will be opened one after the other and the name of the TENDERER announced aloud
as well as the possible mention of a modification, the price of the Offer, including any discount [in the event
of opening of the Financial Bids] and any variant if applicable, the existence of a Bid warranty if it is required,
and any other details that the Contracting Authority may deem useful to mention. Only the discounts and
variants of the Tender announced aloud during the opening of the bids will be subject to evaluation.

25.4. Bids (and amendments received in accordance with the provisions of Article 24 of the GRIT) that have
not been opened and read aloud during the bid opening session, for whatever reason, will not be subject to
evaluation.

25.5. Minutes of the opening of the bids are established, on the spot, which mentions the admissibility of the
Bids, their administrative regularity, their prices, their discounts, and their deadlines as well as the
composition of the analysis sub-committee. A copy of the said minutes, to which the attendance sheet is
attached, is given to all participants at the end of the session.

25.6. At the end of each bid opening session, the chairman of the commission immediately makes available
to the focal point designated by the body responsible for the regulation of Public Procurement, an initialed
copy of the BIDDERS' Bids.
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25.7. In the event of an appeal, as provided for by the Public Contracts Code, it must be addressed to the
Minister Delegate at the Presidency in charge of Public Contracts with copies to the body responsible for
regulating Public Contracts and to the Head of the structure with which the relevant commission is placed.

It must arrive within a maximum period of three (03) working days after the opening of the bids, in the form
of a letter to which must be attached a sheet of the appeal form duly signed by the applicant and, possibly, by
the Chairman of the Procurement Commission.

The Independent Observer appends to its report, the sheet that was given to him, together with the comments
or observations relating thereto.

Article 26: Confidential nature of the procedure

26.1. No information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison of Bids, verification of the
qualification of BIDDERS and the proposal for the award of the Contract will be given to BIDDERS or to
any other person not concerned by the said procedure as long as the award of the Contract has not been made
public, under penalty of disqualification of the TENDERER's Bid and suspension of the authors from all
activities in the field of public contracts.

26.2. Any attempt made by a TENDERER to influence the Procurement Commission or the Analysis Sub-
Committee in the evaluation of the Bids or the Contracting Authority in the award decision may result in the
rejection of his Bid.

26.3. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 26.2, between the opening of bids and the award of the
contract, if a BIDDER wishes to contact the Contracting Authority for reasons relating to his Bid, he must do
$0 in writing.

Article 27: Clarifications on Bids and contacts with the Contracting Authority

27.1. To facilitate the review, evaluation and comparison of Bids, the Procurement Commission may, if it so
desires, ask any TENDERER to provide clarifications on its Bid. The request for clarification and the response
to it are made in writing, but no change in the amount or content of the bid is sought, offered or authorized,
except as necessary to confirm the correction of calculation errors discovered by the analysis sub-committee
during the evaluation of the bids in accordance with the provisions of Article 30 of the GRIT.

27.2. Subject to the provisions of paragraph 1 above, the BIDDERS will not contact the members of the
Procurement Commission and the sub-committee for questions relating to their Tenders, between the opening
of the bids and the awarding of the contract.

Article 28: Determination of the compliance of the Bids

28.1. The Analysis Sub-Committee will carry out a detailed examination of the Bids to determine if they are
complete, if the required guarantees have been provided, if the documents have been correctly signed, and if
the Bids are generally in good order.

28.2. The Analysis Sub-Committee will determine whether the Bid substantially complies with the provisions
of the Tender File based on its content without resorting to extrinsic evidence.

28.3. A Bid substantially compliant with the Tender File is a Bid that complies with all the terms, conditions,
and specifications of the Tender File, without material discrepancies or reservations. A material divergence
or reservation is one which:

1. Materially affects the scope, quality or execution of the Works.

ii. Significantly limits, in contradiction with the Tender Files, the rights of the Contracting Authority or his
obligations under the Contract;

iii. Is such that its correction would unfairly affect the competitiveness of the other BIDDERS who submitted
Bids that substantially conform to the Bidding Files.

c. Converting into a single currency the amount resulting from adjustments(a) and (b) above, in accordance
with the provisions in article 31.2 in of the SRIT;

d. Adjusting appropriately, on a technical and financial basis, any other modification, difference or
quantifiable reserve;

e. Taking into consideration the differently execution deadlines proposed by the TENDERERS, if there are
authorized in the SRIT;

f. Where applicable, in accordance with the provisions in article 13.2 of the GRIT and the SRIT, by applying
the discounts offered by the TENDERER for the award of more than one lot, if this invitation to tender is
launched simultaneously for several lots.

g. Where applicable, in accordance with the provisions in article 8 of the SRIT and of the technical
specifications, the technical variants proposed, if permitted, shall be evaluated following the personal merit
and independently of the fact that whether or not the TENDERER will have offered a price for the technical
solution specified by the contracting authority in the SRCT.

32.3. The estimated effect of the price revision formula appearing in the GAC and SAC, applied during the
period of execution of the contract, will not be taken into consideration during the evaluation of the bids.

32.4. If the lowest evaluated tender is deemed to be abnormally low or significantly out of balance with
contracting authority’s estimate of the work to be performed in the contract, the commission can from the
sub-detail of prices provided by the TENDERER for any element, or for all the elements of the quantitative
and estimated detail ,check if these prices are compatible with the building methods and the proposed schedule
Just in case the supporting documents presented by the TENDERER do not seem satisfactory to contracting
authority ;he may reject the said tender after the technical opinion of the Public Contracts Regulatory Agency.

Article 33: Preference given to domestic TENDERERS

National contractors benefit from a margin of preference as provided by the Public Contracts code for the
purpose of evaluating tender.

Article 34: Award

34.1. The contracting authority will award the contract to the TENDERER whose tender has been found to
be substantially compliant with the Tender File and which has the technical and financial capacity required to
satisfactorily carry out the contract and whose tender has been evaluated as the lowest price, including where
applicable, the proposed discounts.

34.2. If, according to Article 13.2 of the GRIT, the invitation to tender covers several lots, the lowest tender
will be determined by evaluating this contract in conjunction with the other lots to be awarded concurrently,
taking into account the discounts offered by the TENDERERS in the case of the award of more than one lot.

34.3 Any award of work contracts is given to the TENDERER fulfilling the technical and financial capacities
resulting from the evaluation criteria and presenting the lowest evaluated tender

Article 35: The right of the contracting authority to declare an invitation to tender unsuccessful or to
cancel a procedure

The contracting authority reserves the right to cancel an invitation to tender procedure after authorization from
the Minister Delegate in charge of Public Contracts when the tenders have been opened or to declare a
invitation to tender unsuccessful after consulting the competent procurement commission, without there being
any compliant.

Article 36: Notification of contract award

Before expiry of the deadline of the validity of the tenders fixed by the SRIT, the contracting authority will
notify the successful tenderer through fax confirmed by a registered mail or by any other means that his tender
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has been accepted. This mail will indicate the amount the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY will be to the CO-
CONTRACTOR for the execution of work and the execution deadline.

Article 37: Publication of contract award results and appeals

37.1. The contracting authority communicates to any TENDERER or administration concerned, upon a
request addressed to him within a maximum period of FIVE (5) days after the publication of the results of the
award, the independent observer’s report as well as the minutes of the contract award session relating thereto,
to which is attached the bid analysis report.

37.2. The contracting authority is required to communicate the reasons for the rejection of the tenders of the
concerned TENDERERS who so request.

37.3. After the publication of the award results, tenders not withdrawn within a maximum of FIFTEEN (15)
days will be destroyed, without there being any reason for complaint, with the exception of the copy intended
for the body responsible for regulating public contracts.

37.4. In case of an appeal, it must be addressed to the authority responsible for Public Contracts, with copies
to the Public Contracts Regulatory Agency, to the contracting authority and to the President of the said
Commission.

It must take place within a maximum period of FIVE (05) working days after the publication of the results.
Article 38: Signing of the contract

38.1. After the publication of the results, the draft contract subscribed by the successful tenderer is submitted
to the competent procurement commission for examination and point of view, if necessary, for the prior
approval of the Minister in charge of Public contracts.

38.2. The contracting authority has a deadline of SEVEN (07) days to sign the contract as from the date of
reception of the contract examined by the competent procurement commission and subscribed by the
successful tenderer and, if need be, after the visa of the Minister in charge of Public.

38.3. The contract must be notified to its holder within FIVE (5) days following the signature date.
Article 39: Final bond

39.1. Within TWENTY (20) days following notification of the contract by the contracting authority, the CO-
CONTRACTOR will provide the contracting authority with a bond(surety) ensuring the full execution of the
works. The surety whose rate varies between 2 and 5% of the tax inclusive amount of the contract can be
replaced by the guarantee of surety from an approved banking institution in accordance with the current texts
and issued for the benefit of the contracting authority or by a personal or joint surety.

39.3. Instead of a surety bond, small and medium size enterprises (SME) with national capital and managers
can either produce a legal mortgage, a surety from a bank or a first-tier approved financial institution in
accordance with the current texts.

39.4. The absence of the production of the final bond within the prescribed deadlines is likely to give rise to
the termination of the contract under the conditions provided in the GAC.

The CONTRACTOR has a period of FIFTEEN (15) days from the Service Order to start the work to
present the said insurance to the HEAD OF SERVICE. The non-objection of the HEAD OF SERVICE after
FIVE (05) days from the date of reception of the Global Site Insurance is equivalent to his approval.

No payment, with the exception of the Start-up Advance, is made without presentation of an insurance
certificate proving that the CONTRACTOR has taken out comprehensive site insurance.

ARTICLE 15— TEN-YEAR GUARANTEE

Not applicable.

ARTICLE 16 — TRAFFIC MAINTENANCE — SECURITY — LIGHTING — SIGNAGE AND
CONSTRUCTION SIGN

16.1 — Traffic maintenance

The CONTRACTOR ensures the continuity of traffic by carrying out the necessary works; especially,
deviations which may include temporary works of art. If necessary, the CONTRACTOR provides manual or
traffic signaling on the temporary works.

16.2 - Security - Lighting - Signage

The CONTRACTOR is responsible for supplying and maintaining, at its own expense, all necessary lighting,
protection, site fencing, security and signaling devices required by the ENGINEER.

16.3 — Final provision

The provisions cited above in no way diminish the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR with regards
to the consequential damages likely to result from a deficiency in the systems put in place.

16.4 — Construction Sign

The CONTRACTOR must manufacture and install site signs at the main entrances and exits giving
information on the various stakeholders and the duration of the work. These panels will be installed after
validation by the ENGINEER and before the start of the Works on the site.

ARTICLE 17 - EXECUTION PROJECT

The establishment of all the Documents and Plans cited in this Article is carried out by the
CONTRACTOR and at its expense.
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17.1 — Site Installation

The CONTRACTOR must submit to the ENGINEER, within SEVEN (07) days from the notification
of the Service Order to start the work, the project of his site installations and the exhaustive list of the
equipment he intends to use.

The ENGINEER has a period of SEVEN (07) days to approve this project or reject it, accompanied by
his observations to the CONTRACTOR.

The CONTRACTOR will then have a period of THREE (03) days to apply the modifications requested by
the ENGINEER.

The site facilities project must include the CO-CONTRACTOR's proposals concerning, notably:

* provisions relating to storage platforms for aggregates and materials;

* repair and storage sheds;

* the offices of the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY (Offices and meeting rooms);
* the CONTRACTOR's laboratory as defined in the Price Schedule.

The CONTRACTOR's laboratory must allow the realization of all the tests and analyzes necessary for
the control of the works.

It is up to the CONTRACTOR to provide all the water, electrical energy, telephone and other supplies
necessary for the operation of his site. He will pay directly to the Administrations concerned, the
corresponding fees and, possibly, the fees relating to the installation of poles, pipes, etc., outside the influence
of its site installations.

17.2 — Execution program

The execution program which must be submitted for the approval of the ENGINEER includes the
following documents:

1) A detailed note on the process and the methods of execution envisaged with the forecasts of employment
of the Personnel and the Material, by specifying the variations in time of the personnel and the materials
used.

2) A graphic schedule of work progress forecasts. This Schedule is presented in the form of a “GANTT
Diagram”. It is accompanied by an explanatory note.

The CO-CONTRACTOR constantly updates a schedule showing the actual progress of the site. This
schedule must be displayed on the site and remains at the disposal of the ENGINEER.

17.3 — Calculation plans and notes

Upon notification of the Service Order to start the work, MAETUR provides the CONTRACTOR with
ONE (01) copy of the Plans and Documents appearing in the INVITATION TOTenders File (DCE). From
these documents, the CONTRACTOR draws up, at its own expense, all the execution plans, detailed plans
and calculation notes necessary for the execution of the works.

The composition of this file is specified in the CCTP

17.4 — Final provisions

All the documents and plans mentioned above must be provided in FIVE (05) copies within FIFTEEN
(15) days from the date of notification of the Service Order to start the work.
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The ENGINEER has a period of FIVE (05) days to approve the site installation project and the work
execution program, and EIGHT (08) days to approve the plans and calculation notes. After examination, these
documents are returned to the CONTRACTOR with:

* either the statement of their approval;
* or the statement of their rejection accompanied by the reason for their rejection.

In the case of rejection, the CONTRACTOR has a period of FIVE (05) Days to apply the modifications
requested by the ENGINEER.

The possible approval given by the ENGINEER on these various files in no way reduces the
responsibility of the CONTRACTOR for the design and the execution of the corresponding works.

THE CONTRACTOR must not carry out any work without approved execution plans. The work carried
out before the approval of the plans and calculation notes cannot be the subject of payment or claim on the
part of the CONTRACTOR.

ARTICLE 18 — GUARANTEE OF WORKS

18.1 — Warranty period

Given the nature of the works, the warranty period, which runs from the date of establishment of the
Minutes of the Provisional Acceptance of the works, is set at TWELVE (12) months.

At the end of the warranty period, the Acceptance Committee mentioned in this CONTRACT proceeds
at the request of the CONTRACTOR and in its presence, to the Final Acceptance. All poor workmanship and
all repairs and rehabilitation necessary, but not carried out lead to the rejection of the Final Acceptance until
their completion.

18.2 — Obligations of the COCONTRACTOR during the warranty period

During the Warranty Period, the CONTRACTOR must undertake the repairs of which he was being
notified by the ENGINEER, within the deadline provided for in this notification, and especially carry out the
repair work which proves necessary and which results from the quality of the materials and their application.
In the same line, he is responsible for any damage that may be caused by the rupture of pipes or appliances.

The obligations thus imposed on the COCOTRACTOR are extended if necessary, beyond the term set
by the warranty period, until the works have been put in a state of acceptance.

If the COCONTRACTOR does not comply with the obligations relating to replacements and repairs,
there is an automatic supply by MAETUR, at the expense of the COCONTRACTOR, after formal notice
by registered letter which has had no effect.

ARTICLE 19 — WORKSITE JOURNAL

A worksite journal is made available to the ENGINEER. Are recorded each day:

* administrative operations relating to the execution of the CONTRACT (notifications, test results,
attachments, etc....);

* the list of equipment to be used and available on the site for the realization of each type of work;

* the atmospheric conditions;

* the reception of materials and all kinds of approvals;

* incidents or details of any kind of any interest from the point of view of the subsequent execution or
actual duration of the works.

The COCONTRACTOR or his works manager can record incidents or observations likely to give rise
to a complaint on his side.
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This journal is signed contradictorily by the ENGINEER and the COCONTRACTOR at each site visit.

ARTICLE 20 — SITE MEETINGS

Site meetings take place weekly at the initiative of the ENGINEER. The COCONTRACTOR or his
Works Manager, duly summoned, is required to attend these meetings. He can be assisted by the staff of his
company if he considers it necessary. At the end of these meetings, a report is drawn up and a copy is given
to the COCONTRACTOR.

Special meetings are held on the initiative of the HEAD OF SERVICE. The COCONTRACTOR, duly
summoned, is personally required to attend.

ARTICLE 21 — SUPPLY OF EQUIPMENT AND MATERIAL

The conformity of the equipment and materials with the specifications of the CONTRACT is ensured
by the partial technical acceptance carried out by the ENGINEER. The COCONTRACTOR is obliged to
replace at his own expense, the equipment or materials damaged, deteriorated under his responsibility or non-
compliant with identical equipment or materials.

After each technical acceptance, the COCONTRACTOR is solely and entirely responsible for the
equipment and materials delivered on the worksite.

ARTICLE 22 - MODIFICATIONS

22.1 -The COCONTRACTOR cannot, without the prior agreement of the ENGINEER make any change
whatsoever to the dimensions and layout of the works as provided for in the execution file as indicated in this
CONTRACT.

22.2 — If the COCONTRACTOR makes modifications without authorization on the works as defined in the
CONTRACT, the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY may demand the demolition, correction or takeovers
necessary for the exact execution of the CONTRACT on one hand, and compensation for any other damage
caused to the quality of the works or to the third parties on the other hand.

22.3 —-The ENGINEER does not incur any additional payment if the work modified by the
COCONTRACTOR entails for the latter higher expenses than those relating to the work initially planned.
Moreover, he is entitled to deduct from the amount of the CONTRACT, that of the savings made, if the cost
of the modified work is lower than that of the works initially planned.

22.4 — The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY reserves the right to introduce into the works, any modifications,
additions, deletions of works as well as possible deletions of category of works without the
COCONTRACTOR being entitled to claim any compensation or benefit whatsoever.

ARTICLE 23 - SUBCONTRACTING

After express authorization from the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY, the COCONTRACTOR may
entrust the execution of part of the CONTRACT, to the subcontractors. This authorization does not release
the COCONTRACTOR from his contractual obligations.

The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY reserves the right to refuse the proposed subcontractor(s).

ARTICLE 24 — INSPECTION OF WORK

The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY can carry out inspections on the work sites whenever the need
arises. These inspections also make it possible to check the level of progress of the work. This inspection is
carried out under the supervision of the ENGINEER, in the presence of the HEAD OF SERVICE and the
COCONTRATOR.
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The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY may invite people by virtue of their skills to attend these
inspections.

ARTICLE 25 — CONSOLIDATION FILE

At the end of the construction, the COCONTRACTOR shall submit FOUR (04) copies ONE (01)
reproducible and THREE (03) copies to MAETUR of the consolidation file of the work actually executed as
well as the corresponding layers or counter layers.

The composition of this file is specified in the Special Technical Specifications (CCTP).

ARTICLE 26 — EARLY POSSESSION OF CERTAIN WORK

The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY reserves the right to take possession of the parts of the completed
works, object to partial technical acceptances, before the complete finalization of works.

ARTICLE 27 — ACCEPTANCE/APPROVAL COMMISSION

27.1 - Functions

The acceptance commission carries out the Temporary and Final Acceptance. Its role is to verify, by all
means at his disposal, that the contractual clauses have been fully respected, and that the COCONTRACTOR
has honorably fulfilled the prescribed tasks.

At the end of his work, the commission draws up an Acceptance Report, signed jointly by its members
and the COCONTRACTOR.

27.2 — Composition

The Acceptance Commission is made up as follows:

* The CONTRACTING AUTHORITY : President;
* UN (01) MINMAP REPRESENTATIVE (DGCMP) : Observer;
* The HEAD OF SERVICE OF THE CONTRACT : Member;
* The ACCOUNTANT RESPONSIBLE FOR PAYMENT : Member;
* The ENGINEER : Member;
* MAETUR’S HEAD OF CONTRACT SERVICE : Member;
* The HEAD OF DEPARTMENT OF WORK CONTROL : Member;
* The PRIME CONTRACTOR : Rapporteur.

This Commission may, on the proposal of the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY, be extended to other
people taking into account their skills and their involvement in the works.

ARTICLE 28 — TECHNICAL ACCEPTANCE

28.1 — Partial Technical Acceptance

Partial Technical Acceptances are carried out by the HEAD OF SERVICE in the presence of the
ENGINEER and the COCONTRACTOR. At the end of the said reception/acceptance, a Partial Technical
Acceptance report is drawn up, countersigned signed by the HEAD OF SERVICE, the ENGINEER and the
COCONTRACTOR, and sent to the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY.

28.2 — General Technical Acceptance

The General Technical Acceptance is done by the HEAD OF SERVICE in the presence of the
ENGINEER and the COCONTRACTOR. At the end of the said reception, a General Technical Acceptance
Report is drawn up, countersigned by the HEAD OF SERVICE, the ENGINEER and the COCONTRACTOR,
and sent to the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY

ARTICLE 29 — TEMPORARY ACCEPTANCE

The Temporary Acceptance takes place at the end of the works when all the technical trials and tests
give satisfaction and all works may be delivered to the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY.

The COCONTRACTOR is required to request this Acceptance in writing from the CONTRACTING
AUTHORITY TEN (10) days before the the date on which he considers that the execution of the services will
be completed.

This Temporary Acceptance must be preceded by a site visit approved by a General Technical
Acceptance Report.

A Report signed by all the parties approve this Temporary Acceptance.

ARTICLE 30 — FINAL ACCEPTANCE

After expiry of the warranty deadline, and if no anomaly has been observed, the COCONTRACTOR
may request the Final Acceptance. At the end of the visit, a Report is prepared and signed by all the parties.

ARTICLE 31 — EXPENSES RELATED TO THE RECEPTION/ACCEPTANCE

CHAPTER III — FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 32 - GENERALITIES - PRICE

The COCONTRACTOR is deemed to be fully aware of all the constraints imposed by the supply of
equipment and the execution of the works, and of all the conditions likely to influence these supplies and
executions, especially (non-exhaustive list):

* the nature and quality of the soil and land;
* the transport conditions and access to the site at all times of the year;
* the water and rain patterns in the region and the risk of flooding;
* Constraints related to the work situation;
* etc...

The prices appearing in the Unit Price Schedule (BPU) are those of the tender and are deemed to have
been established on the basis of the current economic conditions in the Republic of Cameroon TEN (10) days
before the date of submission of the tenders. They include all import duties and all taxes, excluding the Value
Added Tax (VAT) and this in accordance with the existing customs and tax regulations in Cameroon.

These unit prices are firm and non-reviewable.

The unit prices include all labour costs ; supplies, ingredients, rental, depreciation, operation and
maintenance of equipment, tools, installation and search for quarries and borrowing, insurances, general
charges, taxes and profits, incidental expenses of all kinds, duties ,rates, taxes in force, all restrictions on the
development and maintenance of temporary tracks for deviations ,access to quarries, borrow pits and water
points, as well as all restrictions resulting from the maintenance of traffic during the execution of the works.

They also include the establishment of all the projects and plans necessary for the execution of the work.

The prices also include any fee or rental, all costs of tests and inspections necessary for the acceptance
of the work, extraction of materials and sanitation with regard to the gites.

In general, all the restrictions normally imposed on the COCONTRACTOR for the correct execution of
the work, and which he is deemed to know perfectly in order to have personally realized them in the field
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before bidding, that these restrictions are or not explicitly provided for in this CONTRACT, are the
responsibility of the COCONTRACTOR.

ARTICLE 33 — TAX AND CUSTOMS REGIME

This CONTRACT is subject to the tax and customs regime as provided by the regulations in force in
CAMEROON.

ARTICLE 34 — STAMP DUTIES AND REGISTRATION FEES

SEVEN (07) original copies of this CONTRACT are to be stamped and registered by the
COCONTRACTOR and at his own expense in accordance with regulations in force.

After registration, FIVE (05) registered original copies of the CONTRACT must be submitted to the
secretariat of the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY under discharge.

The non-registration of the CONTRACT in the prescribed details may constitute grounds for
termination.

ARTICLE 35— AMOUNT OF THE CONTRACT

The works covered by this CONTRACT are valued, in accordance with the BILL of Quantities, at the
sum of:

This amount is firm and non-reviewable. It can therefore only be rectified following a modification of
the work requested by the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY. Following this modification, the amount of the
CONTRACT is calculated upwards or downwards, by applying the unit prices of the schedule, to the
quantities actually added or removed. An ADDENDUM is established to confirm this modification.

ARTICLE 36 — BANK DOMICILIATION

The COCONTRACTOR shall be paid by crediting bank account N° opened in
the name of at the Bank

ARTICLE 37 - HOLDBACK

The Holdback is equal to FIVE PERCENT (5 %) of the Tax inclusive amount of the CONTRACT. It is
made up of a deduction of FIVE PERCENT (5 %) of the amount of each Provisional Statement. It can be
replaced by a joint and personal guarantee from the Bank where the payments of the COCONTRACTOR are
domiciled. The non-objection of the HEAD OF SERVICE, FIVE (05) days after the reception of the guarantee
deed is equivalent to its acceptance.

This Holdback is returned to the COCONTRACTOR upon written request from him, after the Final
Acceptance of the work.

ARTICLE 38 — FINAL BOND

The Final Bond which is constituted within the deadline of of TWENTY (20) days from the date of
notification of the service order to begin the execution of the works and, in all cases before the first payment,
is fixed at FIVE PERCENT (5 %) of the Tax inclusive amount of the CONTRACT. It can be replaced by a
personal and joint guarantee from the bank where the payments of the COCONTRACTOR are domiciled.
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The non-objection of the HEAD OF SERVICE, FIVE (05) days after the reception of the final bond deed is
equivalent to its acceptance.

This Bond is returned to the COCONTRACTOR upon written request from him after the Temporary
Acceptance of the totality of the work.

ARTICLE 39 — TERMS OF PAYMENT

39.1 — Advance payment

The COCONTRACTOR may obtain on request, upon notification of the Service Order to begin the
execution of the work, and this without justification of disbursements on its part and excluding any other
provision to the contrary, an advance payment of TWENTY PERCENT (20 %) of the initial Tax inclusive
amount of the CONTRACT.

This advance payment must be secured with a ONE HUNDRED (100%) repayment guarantee from the
bank where the payment of the COCONTRACTOR is domiciled.

The reimbursement of this advance is made by prepayment of FORTY PERCENT (40%) of the amount
of each statement, from the one following the advance payment statement. In any case, this advance must be
fully repaid before the last payment statement for the works.

As the advance payment is reimbursed, the DELEGATED CONTRACTING AUTHORITY releases
the corresponding part of the deposit if the COCONTRACTOR so request.

39.2 — Partial invoices

After the execution of the works and their technical acceptance by the ENGINEER, the
COCONTRACTOR, may present a situation of the works carried out in the month concerned for payment.
This situation is accompanied by the attachments of the related works contradictorily established. From this
situation, the ENGINEER establishes the corresponding Partial invoice/statement.

The HEAD OF SERVICE has a deadline of FIFTEEN (15) days to approve the invoice/statement.

The accountant in charge of payment has a deadline of THIRTY (30) days from the date of approval of
the invoice to settle it.

39.3 — General Provisional Statement

The General Provisional Statement is drawn up after the Temporary Acceptance of the works. If the
CONTRACTING AUTHORITY uses the right to take possession of certain parts of the works before the full
completion of the works, this taking possession is preceded by Partial Temporary Acceptance.

The Service Order inviting the COCONTRACTOR to take note of the General Provisional Statement
is notified to him within TEN (10) days from the date of Temporary Acceptance.

Acceptance of the General Provisional Statement by the COCONTRACTOR binds the latter definitely
with regard to both the nature and quantities of works executed, the quantity of which could be definitely
stopped, and the prices applied to them. The settlement of this statement/invoice only occurs after delivery of
the consolidation file to the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY delegated by the COCONTRACTOR.

If the COCONTRACTOR refuses to accept the General Provisional Statement presented to him or if he
signs it with reservations, he must through writing set out in details the reasons for these reservations and
specify the amount and nature of his claims to the delegated CONTRACTING AUTHORITY within
FIFTEEN (15) days from the date of intervention by the
